Coding guide 





1)  Included are “final passage” votes (Senate and House) for all major laws listed in DWG for 1947-1990.


	


2)  “Final passage” is as defined in DWG, p. 119, FN 42, which means many roll calls are for conference reports, etc.  Whether the data are for conference reports, veto overrides, etc., is indicated for all Congresses. 





3)  In 5 instances, in early Congresses, “standing” or “division” votes occurred in the House on conferences, but I didn’t use these; I used earlier House “final passage” roll calls.  (For my purposes, there was no difference.)  The five are:

4)  I gathered these figures on a “need to know” basis.  That is, I dug deep enough to see  a) whether bills were passing by 2/3 margins, and b) whether a Democratic majority voted on the same side as a Republican majority.  I didn’t need to record D or R breakdowns on lots or roll calls, in instances where overall results were one-sided.  Hence:  Lots of missing data, as indicated by “(parties?).”  





5)  For many roll calls, I possess breakdowns of Democrats by Northerners and Southerners.  But I didn’t enter these figures here. 





6)  In the data, D precedes R when Dems are the majority party in a chamber.  R precedes D in H&S 47-48, 53-54; S81-86.  





7)  Sometimes total D and total R don’t add up to total House.  This is (or should be) because one or two “independents,” or in the Senate case sometimes the Vice President, cast a vote.





8)  Data missing for 1972 Higher Education Act (the one that initiated Pell grants).





9)   This is confusing stuff, and my guess is that the data set has a fair number of errors.  (One is obvious in the case of the McCarran Act of 1950.)  





10)  All laws are listed in the same order they appear in DWG, Table 4.1.
