Coding guide

1) Included are “final passage” votes (Senate and House) for all major laws listed in DWG, 2004 edition, for 1991-2002.  

2) “Final passage” is defined in DWG, p. 119, FN 42, which means many roll calls are for conference reports, etc.  Whether the data are for conference reports, veto overrides, etc., is indicated for all six Congresses.  

3) In the data, D precedes R when Dems are the majority party in chamber (including in the Senate during the 107th Congress after the Jeffords defection in 2001).  Otherwise, R precedes D.  

4) Sometimes total D and total R don’t add up to total House or Senate.  This is (or should be) because one or two “independents,” or in the Senate case sometimes the Vice President, cast a vote. 

5) All laws are listed in the same order they appear in DWG, 2004 edition, Table E.2.
